Due to circumstances beyond our control two of speakers for the ‘Understanding Capability — Concepts and
Application’ session at the Autumn Assembly 2009 have had to withdraw. However, we have secured two
replacement speakers who are equally well qualified to speak on the subject.

Michael Henshaw, Professor of Systems Engineering, Engineering Systems of Systems (ESoS) Group Dept. of
Electronic and Electrical Engineering at Loughborough University, will be familiar from his attendance at previous

INCOSE conferences. His involvement in the NECTISE programme has provided him with an in depth view of how
the MOD and its prime contractors approach Capability.

INCOSE UK Local Groups

Local groups have been running for over 5 years now, and have undoubtedly made the transition from an experiment
to an established part of the way that INCOSE UK goes about its business. The success of local groups has always
been down to the efforts and enthusiasm of the steering committees and regular attendees, and the ability to take
independent action has always been seen as an essential part of running a local group.

Back in 2003 a set of guidelines was drawn up to assist in starting up a local group, and whilst this contains lots of
useful advice, it had grown a bit long in the tooth and out of date by the end of last year, so one of my tasks on taking
on the role of Communications Director has been to revamp the guidelines to incorporate lessons learned in the
running of local groups over the past 5 years. The second edition was published on the website in August this year,
and is now available as a resource for all those who currently run local groups, or are interested in starting one.
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One of the key aims of the revised guidelines is to better articulate how local groups fit in within the wider range of
INCOSE UK activities, indicating both the support available to local groups, and some expectations of how local
groups can feed back into the practice of systems engineering within the UK. There is much that is good about
discussions, which take place in local group meetings, which definitely deserves to be taken to a larger stage.
However, the main thrust of the revision is simply to help members make a greater success of local groups by
providing useful guidance based upon collective experience, and encouraging more people to step forward and start
taking action in their local areas. | firmly hope that it fulfils this goal.
